The International Institute (II) in LSA was established in 1993 to build on two of the University of Michigan’s greatest
assets: an outstanding faculty with broad international expertise and an extensive network of global partnerships. The
II supports and organizes the educational and research programs that help make Michigan a national leader in the field
of international and area studies. To extend the impact of these scholarly activities, the II and its constituent units also
organize public programs that encourage discussion of global issues and enrich the university’s intellectual
environment. The II helps to recruit international faculty and arrange visits by prominent scholars, artists, public
officials, and leaders from across the globe, and supports collaborative research projects with scholars and institutions
throughout the world.




The activities and programs of the International Institute serve broad constituencies across the campus by bringing
together faculty and students from the arts, social sciences, humanities, natural sciences, and professional programs to
ensure that our students graduate with a global perspective and a greater understanding of the world. The II also
contributes to training specialists in a variety of fields by providing support to Michigan’s graduate programs, many of
which are among the most highly regarded in the country. Providing support for innovative faculty research on
international issues of major importance to the U.S. and the world is another important piece of the II mission.

Students hone their practical skills in real world situations by participating in
internships in countries around the world. For liberal arts students, this
experience is critical. With these opportunities, our students apply their skills
in practical ways and gain experience and exposure that lead to future career
possibilities. Your gift to the college internship program will help support
students with funding for academic year and summer internships. We seek gifts
for internships that will provide students with support ranging from $1,000 to
$5,000 to help cover travel and living costs, as well as stipends for students in
unpaid summer internships who, without such support, would not be able to
participate because of financial barriers. An endowed gift of $100,000 will
provide funding for two to five students.

Academic research cannot be limited to the campus environment.
Undergraduate students writing their senior honors theses sometimes need to
travel abroad to conduct their research. Also, faculty in all disciplines often ask
LSA’s top undergraduates to assist in their research by visiting archaeological
sites, traveling abroad to collaborate with colleagues in other labs, digging
through archives in faraway libraries, and conducting interviews. Because of
limited resources, only a handful of international research grants are available
for students each year. Private support of an endowed gift of $500,000 or
$10,000 to $50,000 annually would allow the II to extend this remarkable
experiential opportunity to a greater number of deserving LSA undergraduates.

There is an urgent need for cross-cultural engagement with the world. The II
and its 17 centers and programs are dedicated to providing exceptional
international education and area studies, including teaching the world’s
languages and cultures, and organizing public programs on international issues.
The II supports collaborative projects with partners across borders, recruits
international faculty, hosts visiting scholars, and provides international
opportunities for U-M students and faculty. Endowed funding of $500,000, or
$25,000 annually, is needed to ensure that we can continue to offer the lectures,
conferences, and discussions that make an important difference for our
students.
